We valueour heritageof simple,box-typesolar cookersthat can
behand-craftedwithout specialskills or materials.We note thebox
form is preferredby a majority of solarcooksworldwide, and it con
tinuesasour primary teachingtool as of now,butwe alsocontinually
seekalternativesthat may be evenmore convenientand economical.

tecturally reflectedthe sameideasfor usingsolarenergy.

The "anasazi,"theancientones,probablyusedwoodfires
toaugmenttheir warmingneeds,but their resourcefulnessin
usingthe sunfor supplyingmostoftheir basicwarmingneeds
aswell ascuring meat servesas an examplefor us today.
Ironically, themovefromsolarenergyto woodburning was
thoughtofasprogress,but today, we are suggestingthe need
to reversethe energyusageequationif theplanetis to survive.
